1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by Monique Blakely at 11:18 A.M.

3. Approve Minutes (March 9, 2017): Motion to approve minutes made by Donna Allred, seconded by Val Wood. Motion approved unanimously.
4. Legislative Advocate Update: Rob reported that tomorrow is the technical deadline to get bills out of policy committees if it is key fiscal. If the bill is not key fiscal, then the deadline is May 12th. June 2nd is the deadline to get bills out of the house of origin.
a. Bills 
i. SB 184 - GC 27301 - SSN Truncation – This bill is moving right along and the urgency clause was added.

ii. AB 794 – Recorder Liability – With some amendments and a meeting with ASM Mark Stone, we were able to address his concerns along with some input from Monterey County. The bill passed out of the policy committee with bi-partisan support.
iii. AB 331 – DD214 Redact, seal etc.

After some great discussion and other input, the committee agreed to support Option 2. Motion to approve Option 2 made by Kammi Foote, seconded by Portia Sanders. Motion approved unanimously. Los Angeles will complete the oppose unless amended letter to ASM Eggman’s office.
iv. AB 492 – Solicitation, provide Recorder a copy – This bill has been amended and the reference to the County Recorder has been removed.
v. AB 82 – Diacritical Marks – This bill was placed in the suspense file for now and it will be interesting to see if this bill will keep moving.
vi. SB 50 – Federal public lands: conveyances. – With our amendments that were approved, we have removed our opposition from this bill.
vii. SB 2 - Low Income Housing – This bill is still in the suspense file and will stay there until Senator Atkins feels she has enough votes to get the bill out of the house. They have been focusing on the Transportation bill that recently passed.

i. HS 102355 et. al., - Local Registrar data 1 yr.

ii. PC5642 - Revocable Transfer on Death Deed (TODD)  

iii. CC2924 - Notice of Default (NOD)
These possible committee bills will be put on hold until 2018.
5. Legislative Staff Collaboration – The legislative staff is asking us and looking for other ways to fund affordable housing. More to follow on this interesting topic.
6. Bill Review – David will send out the tracking chart again and see what bills can be dropped. Kammi reported that we should take a look at SB 564 for some technical amendments and she will draft some language.
